Resource persons will be from different disciplines from research organizations, administration, academia, industrial houses and consumers. ABOUT THE ORGANIZATION


Prof SN Tripathi Memorial Foundation (www.sntmf.org), is an NGO (928/92-93), established in 1992 on the initiative of Late Professor K N Udupa the founder Director of Institute of Medical Sciences, BHU to fulfil the incomplete goals of Late Professor S.
